Award Information

This age limit can be extended to 35 for disabled athletes, however any award to an athlete over 25 must first be agreed with the National Manager. 
The athletes must be undertaking an educational programme.
The level of support can be up to the maximum of £3000
Athlete Nomination/Selection 

Sporting National Governing Bodies (NGB’s) have located TASS in their long-term athlete performance pathway. TASS aims to bridge the gap between non-funding grass roots sport and world-class sport. Therefore it is the responsibility of sporting NGB’s to identify their TASS athletes. This procedure is done in conjunction with higher educational institutes (HEI’s) who are also given the opportunity to nominate athletes. Individual athletes may be nominated by other agencies but the NGB must approve the application.

· Successful applicants will be expected to provide agreed levels of acknowledgement an where appropriate display the Charnwood Sports Council logo at the event or competition.
The Talent Support fund can be used to assist with:
· Essential items of equipment/clothing required to compete and train;

· Cost of travel for training and competitions;

· Cost of facility hire for training;

· Coaching costs (but not a coaches salary);

· Incurred competition costs – e.g. overnight accommodation, meals, entry fee;

· Club subscription costs

· Grants will not usually be offered to the same individual for more than two consecutive financial years.

· The Council reserves the right not to approve applications, even when projects meet the specified criteria. Each application will be considered on its own merits.

· All decisions are subject to the availability of funds.

· Total funding secured must not exceed 100% of the total project costs.
