Umpiring Sub Committee

The role as ‘lead’ to this group is to co ordinate meetings, as and when required and be the main point of contact for umpiring issues in Leicestershire.  This person will be elected annually by the members.
L+RHA authorized level one assessors.

It has been recognized that the committee members alone do not always have the flexibility to attend or arrange suitable opportunities for level one umpire candidates.

It has been agreed that any suitable current level one umpire (or above) may approach the committee to be considered for this role.
The candidate must, at least on one occasion, work with a current umpire coach, whilst an assessment is being completed and be deemed suitable to complete this task.  It will also involve the completion of the necessary England Hockey assessment report that requires tendering to both the current L+RHA England Hockey contact and to the umpire themselves.  

The committee reserve the right to revisit such authorizations should the need arise.

It is thought important that as a group the need to keep as many umpires up to date as possible with the new rules and interpretations of the game and encourage their peers to do likewise.

This is especially important as a growing number of young umpires are being attracted to the role and their safety and welfare is of paramount importance to the group.

England Hockey have made a series of statements involving both the need for adequate insurance cover – any person on this group or performing a task aligned to umpire activities will be covered by the L+RHA insurance.

This also includes their aim that all competitive hockey will be officiated by authorized umpires by 2010.

Also we should be seen to be both equitable and fair in any activity we undertake and continue to do what we can to identify new umpires and work with the clubs to make or ‘trade’ a positive part of hockey.

We have a way to go, but a firm bedrock has been established by the current group members from which we can continue to build.
